
 

DOGS ON SCHOOL accompanying School families during student drop - off 
or pick- up and dogs being walked by neighbours . The 
School appreciates this inclusion and values pet ownership. At the same time, though,  we must be 
mindful that some people are fearful of dogs and that dogs can pose a threat to people’s health and safety.  Importantly, too, dogs on the campus are required to be managed in accordance with relevant shire Local Laws, the Dog Act 1976 and the Health Act 1911. 
 
2. Definitions  

i. Public place:  Any place to which the public 
may lawfully have access. 

ii. Competent person:  A person who is liable for 
the control of the dog, has attained the age of 
18 years, can cor-5.54 (-11502 Tc 08 ) 

 Background  

i. Control: Although Hale School is not 
considered a public place which is maintained 

ii. The City of Stirling Rangers have jurisdiction to 
respond to any requests by the School to assist 
when dogs are reported as not being managed 
in accordance 
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vii. The owner or person in charge of the dog on 
the School grounds is entirely responsible for 
the dog’s behaviour and for dealing with any 
issues caused by the dog. 

viii. A flyer is available through the Safety Systems 
Officer for distribution by the School Caretaker 
or event organisers at public events to remind 
visitors of their responsibilities when attending 
with dogs.
