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3.4. Other Entry Points and Related Criteria
Vacancies may occur from time to time at non-standard
entry points including at Year 7 or 8 and the Senior
School at Years 9, 10 and 11. Assessment of applicants
is based on evidence of academic performance in
previous school reports and an interview with the
Headmaster or delegate, particularly for enrolment in
years 9-12. Final decisions in relation to an offer of a
place take into account:
e The applicant’'s academic performance
e An assessment of personal characteristics and
approach to academic work as evidenced in
school reports
e Hale School's capacity to support the interests
of the student
e An assessment of the suitability of Hale
School's academic programme to the student’s
needs
e The student and his family's support for the
School’s values, policies and procedures
e The student’s willingness to participate in and
contribute to the life of the School
e An assessment by the School Medical Officer
(SMO) where this is deemed necessary to
determine the suitability of Hale School for an
applicant with a disability or special needs
e Current and up to date immunisation records.

3.5. Entry for Students with Disabilities

The School will not unlawfully discriminate against a
boy's prospective enrolment based on disability,
impairment or intellectual limitations.

Should any of the above considerations be relevant to an
application for enrolment, the School will:

e Ask for documentary/medical evidence of the
boy’s condition or need;

e Seek communication or documentation from
the student’s previous school/s to ascertain how
the boy has previously been provided for;

e Seek to clarify if the boy will receive funding to
further enhance the learning support offered to
him such as in the case of a boy with
special/particular needs;

e Conduct a meeting or meetings with parent/s or
guardian
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e Agreement to reside in the Boarding House
unless at least one parent is accompanying the
student to live in Perth. Home Stay is not
permitted.

e Availability of a host family who lives in Perth
and will be available in case of illness,
withdrawal, suspension, or school breaks if the
student is unable to return home.

3.7. Enrolment Process

The enrolment process is managed by the Head of
Admissions to whom all enquiries, applications and
related documentation must be directed (Email address:
admssions@hale.wa.edu.au)

Completion of the Application for Admission Form is the
first step in registering for enrolment at Hale School
(except for applications from students from non-English
speaking backgrounds). The form must be signed by the
parents.

Entry at Pre-Primary Level is the only one determined by
date of registration. Parents are encouraged to complete
registration at their earliest opportunity, as demand for
places at this level is high. Timely registration for
enrolment at other entry points is also recommended
even though the date of registration is not a major
criterion for Years 4 and above. In addition to the
conditions outlined at Section 3.2 to 3.6 of this policy,
successful applications for enrolment are dependent on
the following:

3.7.1. Age appropriateness to the year level of entry;

e Entry at Pre-Primary — boys must turn five years of
age by 30 June of the year they start

e Year 4 —boys must turn 9 years of age by 30 June of
the year they start Year 4

e Year 7 — boys must turn 12 years of age by 30 June
of the year they start Year 7

3.7.2. Provision of complete, accurate information and
relevant supporting documentation

The application form calls for detailed personal
information, including information about a known
disability and related supporting information or
evidence. An immunization history statement must be
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
