
 

FULL FEE-PAYING OVERSEAS 
STUDENTS(FFPOS) TRANSFER  
(BETWEEN REGISTERED PROVIDERS) POLICY  

  

 
CRICOS PrS(FFPOS) seeking to 

transfer from another registered provider prior to completing six months of their registered course except 
under certain conditions outlined in the National Code 
(Standard 7). The provider must also have and 
implement a documented policy and process for 
assessing FFPOS transfer requests. 
 
2. PURPOSE 
 
The purpose of this policy is to ensure that both the 
parents of FFPOS and the FFPOS themselves are aware 
that providers have restrictions on FFPOS  transfers  and 
must abide by these when accepting new FFPOS . 
 
3. DEFINITIONS 
 
�x Compassionate or compelling circumstances are 

circumstances beyond the control of the S tudent 
that are having an impact on the Student’s wellbeing 
or progress through a course.  These are determined 
by Hale School, but could include: 

o Serious illness, where a medical certificate 
states that the Student was unable to attend 
classes 

o Bereavement of close family members such 
as parents or grandparents (where possible, 
a death certificate should be provided)  

o Major political upheaval or natural disaster 
in the home country requiring their 
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CRICOS Provider Code 00438C
